Aswe surfchannels on TV in late fall. We all see
movies about coming home for the holidays.

There were only 4 Bangali girls in the college and the
principal gave us special permission to come home
for a week. That was the first time I was coming
home for Pujo. That pujo might not have been

special, but coming home was- to be with parents and
friends that I grew up with.

Then I headed to Bengal for college, and the first
year Ma came to stay with us at our grandparents for
Pujo. Pujo, was in the true sense, coming home that
year. We did pandal hopping, spent time with family
and got the essence of a true Bengali Pujo. But truth
be told, I missed the small homely gathering of Pujo
that [ knew growing up.

In the years following, I have gone to Kolkata
for Pujo with my new family, I have taken Tinni to
see Pujo in Bengal when she was 10, crossed oceans
and celebrated Pujo in the small communities in
Michigan. The concept of coming home to Pujo has
changed . Home for Pujo is where my family is. Pujo
is where my daughter Tinni grew up learning about
Anjali and Prasad, where my husband likes
performing in the play and where [ shepherd women
in a well formed line as they are saying their annual
goodbyes to Ma Durga.

This year is a little different. [ am still excited for
the homecoming of Ma Durga. I am looking forward
to spending the weekend with my friends who have
now become like family. But this is the year, three
generations of women will be spending Pujo in three
different continents and this is the first year Tinni
will not be home for Pujo.

“Soyou're Indian?”

I think maybe more than most, I've tossed and
turned in the late night, this question playing on my
mind. It's not really so simple. Well yes, I am, in the
most vague sense of the term. But if you ask me what
Ireally am, it can't be summed up in one flag.

Growing up, I disavowed being Indian because
it never made sense to me. Among the increasingly
Asian metro-Detroit area, it was always North vs
South. Phrases of Hindi wafted through the air and
ran into Gujarati and Telugu in restaurants and
school-parking lots.

What of the East? Bangla was rare, and so I felt
rare.

Except, I would hear it in the desks during
Sunday language school and on the phone with
Dimmi and a few times a year on the weekend in the
halls of local schools.

“Durga Pujo?

“Well it's like before Diwali and it's our big
celebration of the year. Good overcomes evil, you
know?

“Oh, like our Navratri- you have thatright?

Food, gossip, music, crushes. There was
something for everyone in those halls.

In early autumn, as the leaves colored the
branches and the Michigan weather grew cold, my
weeks became busy with play and dance rehearsals.
It was common to find myself staring out the window

of someone's walkout basement, knowing I was
never a natural dramatist. [ came to stomach a bit of
stage fright if it meant sweet mishti and endless
dancing at the end of the night. That was the beauty
of Durga Pujo- office workers became singers and
school kids became poets. Somehow, we found our
little parts of Tagore, a continued Bengali
Renaissance.

But as I grew older, it became bittersweet.
Friends moved away or graduated or experienced
their teenage rebellion phase. Others struggled with
religion and community. For me, I traced my own
adolescence with that year's Pujo. That was the year
with the dance play. That was the year I lost my best
friend. That was the year college applications caused
me endless anxiety. That was the year I brought a
white boy to Pujo.

Asthe seasons changed, we all changed.

But I should have known. One can never shake
off their roots, their people, and their culture. As
much as [ never felt one with the stage, I continued to
pursue creative writing, performing for my own
friends and found community. I defined and
redefined what it meant to be Bengali. While the
endless job applications sought to split me between
“Asian-Indian” and “Asian-Bangladeshi”, I always
came home, once a year, to a celebration filled with
love, food, and light.

So, to write of Durga Pujo is to write of what it
means to be Bengali, what it means to be a young
adult, what it means to find community.

The sun blinked through cracked windowpanes
of the hostel corridor as I fastened my bag and
stepped into the old air — part academic fumes, part
homeward anticipation.

I
managed no seats, yet the euphoria within gave me
wings. Every jolt of the train, every call of a tea
vendor, pulled me closer to that place where love
cooks over wood fires and time slows around
familiar laughter.

As stations blurred behind us, the press of
bodies dissolved. The breeze leaned in through open
windows, cool and fragrant — whispering leaves
and distant ponds, the scent of green replacing
human heat and city dusts.

A vendor clattered past. Tea served sweet and
strong. Puffed rice with onions and chilies, and
cucumbers, and hard-boiled eggs. I took them in, not
just with hunger but reverence. No chef's table could
rival the taste of returning!

No projects or timeline, no supervisor's fake
directives. Just miles rolling beneath me and a joy
too full to measure. My village awaited — not just
with people, but with pieces of myself I had tucked
away while chasing degrees and rewards.

The pufted rice crackled in hand, the tea was
earthy and sweet, and I could almost hear my mother
calling from the veranda as dusk fell over green
fields. Reminds me the meals my mom made with
home grown vegetables and stone grinded spices,
and dumplings of poppy seeds, and fish curry of
course, | enjoyed with my brother, sister, and dad.

And then I rolled around to wake up.

Not with panic, but a slow fading — like color
draining from a canvas. My chest was full, but not
with joy anymore. I blinked and found myself in my
bedroom at Jerome Village, Ohio, U.S., soft sheets
tucked around me, the hum of modern life pressing
in.
